1. SCOPE. This regulation covers the training period
from 1 July 1947 to 30 June 194& and supersedes SAC Regula-
tions 50-8, dated 15 Jeguary 1947. A new regulation will be
jssued each fiscal year covering the perlod from 1 July to
30 June,

2. TRAINING PROGRALS_ AND SCHEDULES. Annual training
programs for all tactical units will be prepared in accor-
cance with this regulation. Each major subcomnand will for-
ward five coplies of its prograr, for the pericd 1 July 1947
to 30 Yune 1948, to the Coumanding General, Strategic Air
Command, by 1 August 1947.

3. EXERCISES AND INSPECT ONS. The Comrmanding General,
Strategic Air Cormand, will determine the tactical, tech-
nical, and administrative proficiency of units by ordering
such field exercises and naneuvers as he considers necessary.
These maneuvers will normally be of approximately fifteen

4, TACTICAL DOCTRINE. The constant and rapid develcp-
ment in aircraft and equiyment makes it advisable to rain-
tain a certain fluidity of tactical doctrine, SAC units
rust serve as important agencies of developuent and test in
the field of tactics and technique.
