SUBJECT: Reasons for Discontimuations of AFR Trailning Centers

1. This memorandum is submitted in accordance with verbal instruc
tions to prepare a comprehensive and detallel analywsis of of roumstances
involving the discontimuance of AFR training centers affected by the
recant revision of the AFR program.

2, It must be acknowledged initially that the decisions as to
discontinuance of training centers can be nelther conclusively proven
nor sufficlently defended to the satisfaction of all concemel! elther
by statistical expositions or by any other method, It should be
remembered that the final selections, although approved by this head
quarters, were not based on mathemetical conclusions drawn from
indisputable statistics, for the reason that no such statistices ware
available, In the final analysis, the selections were basel on the
studied recommendations of the individulas most familiar with each
locality and best qualified to make such recommendations, {,e., the
representatives of the numbered alr forces who hald lLmmediate responsi-
bility for supervising training in the respective areas. It 1as belleved,
however, that the astatistics developed in connection with this atudy
represent the soundest avallable means of depleting the relative values
of each RTC. They are based on actual reports for the period October
Novenber-December 19348, The criteria outlined below were considered of
primary importance in determining whether or not to coptinue an AFRTC,
It was concluded that the axistence of combinations of unfaworable
situations as indicated not only justified, but made mandatory the
discontinuances decided upon,

a; Over-all ec { operation, The term, "economy of
operation, refers not to the internal n&n'nintrut.lun and operation of
the AFRTC, but to the fact that the cost per individual trained is
relatively high. At certain AFRTCs there was a very large number of
pormanent party personnel, This is shtisfactory for locations training
a large number of Reservists, such as Chicago or los Angeles, but is a
wiste of resources where the ratio of permanent party to Reservista
trained is too high. A certain minimam outlay of personnel and equip-
mnt is required to operate any AFRTC, however sgall it may be,
Therefore, it was determined that maximum efficiency and greatest

return for investment could be realized only by maintalming AFRTCs
where sufficlent Reservists were avallable to utilise completely the
facilities provided. Consequently, 1f experience factors gained in
past operation indicated that a complete wing could not be manned at
any particular location, continued operation was considered unjustified,
(The AFRTC at Reading was considered unsatisfactory and is continued
only as a temporary substitute for Philadelphia.)

(1) cCity (or immediate area) population was considered
to have a direct proportional bearing on the potential
avallabllity of Reservista, This is reflected in the fact Lhat
only 3 of the currently planned AFRTC city-locations fall
below a population figure of 300,000, By contrast, only 3
