SUBJECT: Device Detonated on NW 253 landing in Detroit on Christmas Day 

Nigerian national Umar Farooq Abdulmutallab tried to detonate a small explosive device 
attached to his leg on NW 253 arriving in Detroit at 11:53 A.M. EST on 
Christmas. Abdulmutallab received third degree burns and one other passenger was slightly 
injured. Abdulmutallab is in the hospital and providing information to the FBI. The Nigerian 
Embassy has contacted the State Department regarding  consular access and was referred to 
local police. 	  it was agreed that the incident would be 
described as an attempted act of terrorism.
